wishes to participate in the upcoming pit-firing. Clay is portioned
into small plastic bags of approximately 2 Ib and will sell for $2. per
bag.

¢ Informed the membership that the executive are investigating a new
meeting location and that they were currently in negotiations with
Port Moody Secondary School.

¢ Reminded everyone about the upcoming group show and asked
members to bring their finished pots to the JUNE meeting. (see
below)

Kay Bonathan announced her upcoming exhibition at the Amelia Dou%las
Gallery at Douglas College. The show runs from April 22 until June 4™.

Following the announcements and coffee, tonight was “tool night” and the
chance to exchange ideas and tools with each other.

Dan Severance brought mirrors to allow you to watch yourself while
throwing. He also brought sanding discs for repairing glaze spills or
sanding the bottoms of pots.

Lewis demonstrated his tray extension and bat attachment tools.

He also demonstrated a new method of smoothing the bottom of pots
at the trimming stage, to produce a satin smooth finish after the pots
are fired.

June introduced a glaze making challenge and distributed a hand out
with a base glaze recipe, along with suggested changes to it. She
asked members to experiment with the glaze and to bring their results
to upcoming meetings for sharing and discussion. We might come up
with something wonderful to share!
